The teaching system is based upon advanced teaching techniques using models to develop building form and
site planning. Manual drawing skills are first developed to help student acquire presentation skills. The academy
also develops design skills using computer programs starting with Auto Cad up to the very sophisticated levels of
3- D programs.

2.4 Assessment methods

¢ The departmentdepends in evaluating the students on various methods such as final exam,
midterm exam, oral exams, weekly sheets, practical exam &researches, according to the course
structure and assessmentmethods mentioned in courses specifications.

e The exam must cover the intended learning outcome s mentioned in the course specification and the
departmentis keen on revising the exam sheet which must cover at least 80 % of the course
content.

e The final grade awarded to student in a course is usually based on the grades for both final exam
and semesterwork and for some courses practical exam is required.

Comments of external evaluator and other stakeholders
a- Comments of stakeholders:

Students grades percentages in the second year is almost “sufficient’, and the highest failure rate in the
departmentis also in the second year - which is the first student's yearin studying architecture -, this
indicates that most of the students entering the program are not eligible for this kind of study.

* Band students ofthe fitth year received the highest proportions of “sufficient’ and this is likely to affect
the quality of the academic graduate, which requires careful assessment to this phenomenon to improve
the educational process.
